Effective 19 April 2004, anyone entering Fort Monmouth that is coming to visit Fort Monmouth and/or one of its Resident Activities must adhere to the following guidelines as defined in CECOM Policy Memo #04-30, dtd 23 March 2004 and Fort Monmouth Regulation #190-24, dtd 23 March 2004.  Requested information is mandatory and guidelines will be strictly enforced.  

**NOTICE  -  ALERT**

If requestor is a Retired Military or Retired DA Civilian and their visit is in the capacity of working as a Contractor in support of the Government you MUST show a Contractor Identification Badge.  NO LONGER will Retirees Badge (Military or Government Civilian) be acceptable as a form of Identification to gain access to Fort Monmouth Resident Activities while in the process of PROVIDING SUPPORT to the Government.

The below listed information will be provided to the Program Physical Security Officer to be entered into the new Fort Monmouth Supplemental Identification Database:

l. Point of Contact’s Category (Military, Fort Monmouth Government Employee, Ft. Monmouth Contractor)

NOTE:  Addendum to (c) above:  If one visitor is a passenger in another visitor’s vehicle, please be advised that even if the vehicle has the proper credentials (i.e. military installation sticker) that the drive is NO LONGER AUTHORIZED to vouch for the passengers in the vehicle if the visit is in capacity of providing support to the Government.  The passenger(s) must go get a Supplemental ID at the Visitor Control Center. 

NOTE:  Addendum to (h).  IAW new guidelines dates listed should only be for actual dates of visit.  No longer will badges be approved by Program Physical Security Officer for periods beyond actual dates of visit, per CECOM Policy #190-24.

Accordingly no longer will Supplemental Identification Cards be issued for unrestricted access.  Requests for unrestricted access will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis by the Directorate for Public Safety, Physical Security Division (DPS-PSD) in writing with approval authority being DPS-PSD.

The specific information requested above is MANDATORY, failure to provide this information will result in a Supplemental Identification Card NOT being issued by the Visitor Control Center (VCC) and visitor will be directed to contact either the Program Physical Security Officer or listed sponsor for assistance.

Process for obtaining Supplemental Identification Badge remains the same.  When the visitor arrives, they MUST go to the Oceanport Avenue entrance and after showing photo ID, they will have their picture taken and given an ID card for themselves and a pass for their vehicle.  Please pass this email/information on to anyone that you know of that is coming to visit.
